Mike De Sisti
Wednesday, April 3

Mike De Sisti has been a full-time photojournalist for 25 years. He’s spent the
last 15 years at the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel.

After abstract painting a bit some 20 years ago, Mike took up the craft again
in the Spring of 2023.  While his medium of choice for the last few decades
has been a camera, he’s now added paint to the mix. Painting is his escape



from daily deadlines, technology issues, screens, and all that interrupts that
flow of creativity. Canvases don’t lock up! You don’t have to stop, reboot, or
update a palette knife. Just dip a brush in some paint and let it do its thing. He
prefers abstract painting as he feels the paint is in charge.
